As we continue to partner with local orphanages, we continue to find new ways to serve. The
school year here runs from Jan-Oct so the kids are now on vacation from school. | will be tutoring
two little girls from one of the orphanages during the break. They will be going to a bi-lingual
school next year so | am working with them in English. The schools here are very strict with lots
of book work so for this break we are playing lots of learning games and using lots of
manipulatives.

Carl is also continuing to teach English at one of the orphanages during the school break. They
have what they call "vacation school" during the break to help bring the children up to level.
During this break, he has an extra class - 4 and 5 year olds! The preschool and elementary
classes have been enjoying activities based on the book "The Very Hungry Caterpillar.”

And of course, we are enjoying our weekly visits in the orphanages. We were blessed with some
new toys so we were able to take them into the homes this week. We love seeing the smiles on
the kids' faces. One of the nannies told us that on the days that we are not at the orphanage, one
little boy always asks for us. He has autism and doesn't talk a lot but he knows that we come and
visit him, play with him, and share fun toys with him. | love that God uses us to make a difference
in his life!
